	Objectives 
	This project aims to encourage students to:
· transfer knowledge and skills to novel situations;
· connect personal development with academic development;
· foster citizenship and leadership skills; and
· begin personal and professional networking.


	Outcomes 
	Students should be able to:
· encourage application of course concepts for own engagement in community and social change;
· design and conduct a community prevention program to address problem behaviours and mental health difficulties and use evaluation method to assess its effectiveness; and
· appreciate and apply the common good of the community as outlined in the Quran and sunnah.




Introduction 
This is a service learning project. All students taking this course will have to work in a group of 4 or 5 people. To complete this assignment, each group is expected to address one community issue, then, design a project aims to make a difference to the community. The community here refers to your neighbourhood area. Hence, one kampung near the International Islamic University, Gombak, will be selected for this project.
Student Task
The tasks include:
1. Field Visit and Need Assessment 
· Pay a visit to the kampung.
· Talk to the orang kampung.
· Find out their needs/difficulties/types of help they require (i.e., social issues, problem behaviours). 

2. Project Planning
Plan a project to help the community, based on the needs (No. 2). 
These projects can be in the form of:
· Fundraising activities.
· Different strategies of fundraising.
· Creating awareness in UIA about the kampung. 
· Pamphlet drive 
· Gotong royong 
· Provide free tuition or teach social skills to the children.
· Organize or offer talks to parents and students.

· Proposal Writing 
The group will write a 2-page proposal detailing and justifying their proposed project. 
*Two or more groups can be combined to carry out one project, as long as it is justified. The role of the individual member needs to be clarified accordingly. 

Report Writing
Students are expected to submit three written reports (group and individual). Please refer to the Guideline for Report Writing.
1) Project proposal
2) End of project report
3) Individual Report

· Type using a 12 point font. 
· Use 2 line spacing. 
· Print on A4 paper.
· Edit your work before submission.
